MAGSTATIC
MCD

They aren’t
quite an “all-
star band”,
however the members of MAGSTATIC have quite the pedigree, most
notably vocalist/guitarist/frontman Terrance D.H., who crooned for
Salt Lake City’s most iconic punk outfit THE STENCH as well as the
immortal BAD YODELS and others. His silken voice has always been

able to capture my imagination and emotions. His esoteric lyrical wis-
dom is second to none, and in an exploding emo scene that is no small
statement. He has a unique twist on everyday emotional ups and
downs that he develops through a lyrical discourse that demands indi-
vidual interpretation. On the MAGSTATIC mcd he has some of his
finest moments.

My favorite being his metaphor of being the world’s worst race car
driver in the race of life on ,Directions. Musically MAGSTATIC incor-
porates a variety of vibes. Obviously emo plays a big role
in their approach, but their sound is so much more that it
would be felonious to try and pigeonhole them. The band
is fleshed out with Spencer Jacobs on guitar (formerly of
“X” pounders REALITY and the quasi-emo MAYBERRY),
and the rock solid rhythm section of Pete Lindgren on
bass and Joe Patterson on drums. The CD kicks off in fine
form with ,“Home” a song that is rife with pop sensibilities and scotch
smooth melody. It’s not really ,power pop in the traditional sense but
it is definitely powerful pop. The second tune is the aforementioned
mentioned ,,“Directions” and is a gentle flowing piece of ethereal emo
with an instrumental outro called “Misdirection”. “Dime Rolls” is an
energetic rocker with a sharply barbed hook, reminiscent of THE
Stench’s later output I must say. ,“Dynamite” is revived from the pre-
vious demo and is a dreamy ballad. The CD wraps up with ,“Fire”
another lively number with more punch than any of the other tunes
and one of my favorites. I may never recommend an emo band as
highly as I do MAGSTATIC and this mcd is as essential piece of the
puzzle. It also dwarfs their Sub Pop 7” in class and magnitude.

Songs For A Rainy Day

Hot damn! After a few eps, two mini-discs, and a 10” PLAN E have
finally released their debut full length album. As expected, PLAN E
continue to mutate and adapt their sound. ,Songs For A Rainy Day”
finds the band more down to earth and more direct than most of their
other releases. Not that they are any less experimental, just that their
experiments are more focused. This is their heaviest and darkest col-
lection of songs to date. Not to mention their best! The guitars play a
more dominating role in the music than ever before. The keyboards
add to the overall sonic wall by careening wildly around the music,
sometimes just teasing the sound peripherally and other times joining
in the fray as a full contributor. The vocals are thick and menacing.
There are plenty of industrial touches and sound embellishments that
also add to the stifling atmosphere on the disc. It 1s amazing how the
sound of a dentist’s drill will make a spooky song turn downright evil!
The biggest step the band has made is in their song writing. Without
losing any or the quirkiness that has come to define the band, they have
sculpted a batch of tunes that are related in form and flavor to more
mundane musical genres like metal, industrial and gothic.

HELLCHILD / KILARA
The Kutna Hora Split

I was in no way prepared for the magnitude of this CD. It is a nerve
numbing exploration of how punishing music can be. HELLCHILD
are Japan’s maestros of heavy core and they unleash a merciless
onslaught on their three tracks. Growling death metal vocals, guitars
that spurt anvil heavy riffs, and rhythms that march you to hell are
HELLCHILD's calling card. Although the individual elements that
make up this din are commonplace, the way in which HELLCHILD
have combined them is very unique. They are too fast to be just sludge,
to slow and heavy to be just hardcore, and to groovin, to be just metal.

Instead they are some hybrid that is greater than the sum of its parts.

You are going to have to hear this for yourself to comprehend. I can’t
even begin to articulate this. KILARA are all over the map on their
three tracks. The first track ,“love & Loathing” is patented KILARA
with their distinctive mesh of noise, sludge, groove, metal, and hard-
core. The second song is cryptically titled ,“S.M.R.” and is an acoustic,
down home, southern fried, country ballad validated by the environ-
mentally aware lyrics. The third track is pure molasses core sludge that
borrows a page from Grief’s book on pain and punishment. Could this
be KILARA’s heaviest song ever? Quite possibly! The split is called
,The Kutna Hora Split” because the visual images of the packaging are
photos taken from the infamous monastery there that is literally a
museum of human remains. The details of which are elaborated upon
in the disc’s booklet. The CD lists KILARA as the first band but the
wrong CDR was sent to the pressing plant and the first three tracks are

actually HELLCHILD. This band reversal is true only for the first 1000
copies (did someone say collector’s item?). All in all one of the most
impressive CDs of the year.

LUCID NATION

I anxiously awaited this CD with high expectations, and while I it
offered several surprises, it certainly didn’t disappoint. LUCID
NATION are one of the best chaotic rock bands on the planet. Their
campaign of personal and political awareness is admirable and their
music is astounding. , American Stonehenge” is the soiohomore release
and in it the band veer sharply from the path forged on their debut.

Could therebe a better way to start off an arti-
cle about electronic music than with Paul
Oakenfold’s Tranceport? Oakenfold is a D who
was voted ‘Best DJ in the World’ by D] Magazine
and the Guinness Book of World Records says
he’s the ‘Biggest D] in the World” Probably
because he’s the only D] that’s ever played live in
front of 95,000 people. Tranceport is his latest
progressive trance album, and it is, as they say,
the shit. Anyone who has heard his remixes of
Blur or Led Zeppelin can attest to that. On this
album, Gus Gus, Paul Van Dyk and Lost Tribe all
get the treatment.

Big Beat Conspiracy on Pagan is an album full
of all of your electronica
faves.

In love with the sounds, in
love with the fashion, in love
with the dance steps, this com-
pendium of their contemporary
idols superbly serves the fans of
neo-swing. Not just a compila-
tion of reissues, several cuts from
the vital artists of this genre are
new recordings. There is even a
wealth of unsigned talent beside
such attention getting hipsters as
the Brian Setzer Orchestra (a cut
off the latest album), Big Bad
Voodoo Daddy (with “Go Daddy
Go” from the Swingers sound-
track that brought them into the
limelight), the decade-old Royal
Crown Revue, Indigo Swing



with a jump-blues version of
Johnny Boyd’s “Swing Lover”
and a classy, East-Coast jazzy
swing take on “Hit That Jive
Jack” from Diana Krall’s album
of Nat “King” Cole covers.
Leading the pack of rising stars
is The Flying Neutrinos. These
raucous, proto-swing roots hip-
sters feature a strong hot jazz
female voice in the lively Ingrid
Londagin. Also strong in the
vocal category is San Diego’s Big
Time Operator with cool croon-
ing capping off their rendition of
Ellington’s “It Don’t Mean A
Thing (If It Ain't Got That
Swing).” Taking their cues from
. boogie-woogie and featuring
stunning piano, backing female
chorus and horn section, Red &
The Red Hots is sure to win over
new legions of fans from

their inclusion here. In all, there
are fourteen, high-energy mov-
ing tracks here ready to jump-
start those in the know into
Lindy-hopping the night away.

BEST OF FRIENDS
Virgin
With the release of THE

HEALER in 1989, John Lee
Hooker began a series of five
albums (including MR. LUCKY,
BOOM BOOM, CHILL OUT and
DON'T LOOK BACK) built
around collaborations of world-
class musicians all too happy to
work with the Delta blues mas-
ter. BEST OF FRIENDS is a best
of sampling from these musical
friendships along with three new
tracks. One of those new cuts is
the loose, live juke joint produc-
tion of Hooker’s earthy classic
“Big Legs, Tight Skirt” including
help from guitarist Ry Cooder
and Ike Turner on keyboards. A
more recent star is guitarist Ben
Harper. He, along with harp
man Charlie Musselwhite, join
Hooker in a ferocious trance, a
fiery meditation on Hooker’s
“Burnin’ Hell.” Looking back
fifty years to the 1948 release of
“Boogie Chillen,” Hooker pro-
vides a new jubilee recording
featuring four guitarists (Hooker
along with = Eric . Clapton,
Hooker’s long time sideman
Rich Kirch and Johnny Lee
Schell) and Bill Payne (Little

Feat)

on keys. Not everything here is a
guitar orchestra. The octogenari-
an blues master returns to his
roots as a solo acoustic perform-
ance with a powerful, haunting
solo performance of “Tupelo.”
Also include is what I feel is the
strongest, most memorable duet
from THE HEALER, that of
Bonnie Raitt adding slide guitar
and encouraging vocals to “I'm
in the Mood.” Further guests on
this important blues-rock retro-
spective include Carlos Santana,
Robert Cray, Booker T. Jones
(Booker T. & The MGs) on
Hammond M-3, Los Lobos, Van
Morrison, Jimmie Vaughn and
keyboardist Charles Brown.

Combustible Edison
THE IMPOSSIBLE WORLD
Subpop

THE IMPOSSIBLE WORLD is
the most stylistically coherent
and controlled foray into the
outer reaches of lounge yet put
together by Combustible Edison.
The front and back covers are
bright, colorful lights but dimly
focused. This is an apt visual for
an album that is hip in tone but
after-hours in mood, busy city in
inspiration, but lonely and
weary in a way that only active
club hopping and taxi chasing
can leave one. Also, this is ‘the
inevitable world’ because as
Combustible Edison is at their
most mature and far-reaching
(consider the space-country-
lounge soundscape of “Call of
the Space Siren”) but they draw
on popular music by incorporat-
ing techno rhythms. These elec-
tronic beats, while in no way
increasing the art, serve the
pragmatic purpose of making all
the more ostentation the most
danceable portions more osten-
tatious and prolonged by several
bars (for example, “Laura’s
Aura”). While revitalizing
leisure music lies behind them,
with a new sound founded on
breakbeats, sparse and jazzy
bass and the gentle persuasion of
vocalist Miss Lily Banquette,
Combustible Edison offers on
THE IMPOSSIBLE WORLD to
take the cocktail nation into the
future. Exquisite production on
this collection largely subtle
headphone compositions and

martini-soaked beta music is
partly due to the presence of pro-
ducer John Holbrook (The Who's
TOMMY, Hendrix’” ELECTRIC
LADYLAND, Todd Rundgren,
Natalie Merchant, etc.). More
responsible for the electronica
end is project “Dubmaster”
Scanner (DJ Spooky, Karlheinz
Stockhausen. This is also the
recording debut of long time live
performance participants
Brother Cleve (keyboards) and
Michael  “Laughing Boy”
Connors (percussion). (4)

Throwing Muses
INA DOGHOUSE
Rykodisc

The earliest Throwing Muses
material is compiled in this
impressive 2-CD set. Two of
these musicians brought their
voices to an even larger audi-
ence, Tanya Donnely (Belly) and
Kristin Hersch. Together on ten
tracks is material written by the
band in the 80s and some of it is
previously unreleased. The edgy
guitar work matches the frag-
mented vocal stylings of Hersch.
At one end of her singing spec-
trum she threatens Diamanda

Galas, at the other she warms
with the dulcet delivery of
Bongwater’s Ann Magnuson. On
the very first track, “Call Me”
from their 1986 debut she
exhibits both extremes and then
effectively synthesizes them. It is
Hersch’s singular delivery that
makes the material from their
initial release so stunning and
unique. The four pieces on the
follow-up CHAINS CHANGED
EP (1987) is also preserved here
and takes the Muses’ singular
vision to even further levels with
such unparalleled success as the
jaunty and  unforgettable
“Forgiven.” Disc Two goes even
further back to the 1985 DOG-
HOUSE cassette and five bonus
tracks

of material written in 1983 and
recorded by the final lineup
(minus bassist Leslie Langston
and plus Bernard Georges) in
1996. Modern technology allows
a lucid look a this germination of
the Muses idea that paved the
way for so much of what today is
“alternative rock.” Kristin calls
her music “country hardcore”
and on tracks like the apocalyp-
tic flood celebrated in “Sinkhole”
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(#1 on 1985 college radio charts), we can eas-
ily agree. But, when we hear the odd-pop
siren she is in “Raise the Roses” on DOG-
HOUSE, we know it is more than a neo-rus-
tic bent that urged 4AD to sign the group.
The entire collection bears witness to an off-
beat pop genius that allowed this
Massachusetts group to be the first to break
into the formerly British-only fold of 4AD
Records. This enhanced CD includes a video
for “Fish.” (4.5)

Frank Zappa/ CUCAMONGA
Frank Zappa/ MYSTERY DISC
Rykodisc

Both discs here are highly necessary for
the Zappa completist, as they shine a bright
light into the dimmer corners of the Mothers
of Invention and pre-Mothers story. CUCA-
MONGA is a collection of Zappa self-pro-
duced singles, mostly of a comic/novelty
variety from the 60s. Some are insanely hilar-
ious
like the Halloween clowning of LA DJ Bob
Guy and his “Jeepers” sides. The cult slice of
zygote Zappa, “How’s Your Bird” (sung by
Ronnie Lane) is one of the gems here. Others
include the Zappa-produced and written
doo-wop recorded by The Heartbreakers and
gritty instrumental R&B co-produced by fel-
low experimenter Paul Buff. Extensive liner
notes give informative and entertaining
details on this cohesive and inclusive look at
Zappa's formative production and songwrit-
ing years up to 1964. The Rykodisc recording
is a packed disc of nearly every track that
appeared- on Zappa’'s bonus MYSTERS
DISCS that were included with mail-order
only releases in the late 80s. The compilation
starts out subtly enough, with the tranquil
“Theme ;
from Run Home Slow” and “Original Duke
of Prunes: The“bedlam beings with the
audio collage “Opening Night Party at
Studio Z.” Studio Z was Frank’s Cucamonga,
California recording facility that produced
the material on the Del-Fi disc. The cuts on
MYSTERY DISC go from 1962-1969. Instead
of FZ's guitar-based work, the focus here is
on the germ of Mothers madness, low-budg-
et movie scores (bits of Captain Beefheart vs.
The Grunt People, Mondo Hollywood, etc.),
studio tracks"“(.‘"?:Ager\cy Man,” etc.), live
recordings of The Mothers and introduc-
tions, rehearsals ands more. Certainly, one
should not expect to find the limits of the
man'’s genius here, but the extent of his freak-
ness is certainly encountered. (CUCAMON-
GA 3.5, MYSTERY DISC 3)

Philip Blackburn
American Composers Forum

Attacking the “false intonation” of the
accepted, Western, 12-tone music system,
Partch developed a more pure, voice-like
system of an ‘octave’ of twenty-nine degrees.
Beginning with an elongated viola and mov-
ing on to a keyboard, Partch slowly created
an orchestra of instruments capable of play-
ing this microtonal music. Such systems are
not new, and as a matter of fact they pre-date
12-tone chromatic scale. Consider the fact
that pentatonic Blues we are so familiar with
is based on a microtonal system created on
fretless stringed instruments of Africa later,
perhaps awkwardly, mated to instruments
encountered in North America. The fact that
Partch’s ideas are sound and perceptive did
not keep them from being rejected or consid-
ered a novelty. Still, the man was also a hobo,
private nudist, diarist and correspondent
with Yeats, among other things. This
indexed, annotated, 523-page hardcover
book is an assembly of Partch’s writings,
clippings, letters and more. Beautifully
assembled and laid out it is a worthy testa-
ment to an underrated genius and fascinat-
ing individual.

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The Red Hot Organization is a company
dedicated to fighting AIDS through popular
culture. Although they have
been involved in various proj-
ects, such as videos, their main
output has been a lot of really
great CD’s. They take the
money from these and donate it
to various AIDS charities. So far,
they have donated $6 million
dollars to various groups for
AIDS relief. This makes them
the most successful company
doing this in the entertainment
industry. They have released 14
excellent albums so far, and you

can do your part by picking one and putting it
on your list of things to buy.

Red Hot and Rhapsody-This is the latest in
the Red Hot series. This disc celebrates the
centenary of George Gershwin (1898-1937),
and has several of today’s stars doing his
songs. Duncan Sheik does “Embracable You.”
Sarah Cracknell does “The Man I Love” with
the help of Kid Loco. David Bowie, with the
help of Angelo Badalamenti does a great take
on a “A Foggy Day (In London Town).” Other
artists doing remakes of classic Gershwin are
Morcheeba, Money Mark and Natalie
Merchant. This particular album comes with
a companion piece, By George and Ira. This
album has previously recorded versions of
Gershwin songs by Billie Holiday, Miles
Davis, Janis Joplin and Ella
Fitzgerald.

Silencio=Muerte: Red Hot and
Latin-This project was released
in 1996 and has several Pan-
American and Spanish acts
doing the sounds of Latin music.
Los Lobos, Geggy Tah, Cibo
Matto and Sepultura all con-
tributed to this one. Melissa
Etheridge does a Spanish ver-
sion of her hit “Nowhere to Go.”

Red Hot and Rio-This album
is a tribute to the sounds of
Bossa Nova, a style created years back when
Antonio Carlos Jobim and his fellow musi-
cians combined the sounds of jazz and samba.
This has tracks by Crystal Waters, Maxwell,
Stereolab and Ryuichi Sakamoto.

As with a few of the albums, this one also has
a companion piece called Nova Bossa. This
has. more of some great Bossa Nova by Stan
Getz, Antonio Carlos Jobim, Sergio Mendes
and Charlie Byrd.

America is Dying Slowly-This is the hip-
hop album of the group.
This album was specifically designed to give
money to AIDS victims in colored communi-
ties. And, they brought out some of raps

' Red Hot and
Bothered-This is an
indie rock album. It was
originally released on
two 10” singles and was
titled ‘The Indie Rock
Guide to Dating.” It
came out later on CD
thanks to
Reprise/Kinetic
records. Babe the Blue
Ox, Folk Implosion, The Sea and Cake and
Freedom Cruise all con-
tributed new tracks to
this one. There is also a
great Jay Farrar and
Kelly Willis duet, “Rex’s
Blues.”

Offbeat is a collection
released on TVT/Wax
Trax, and as you would
expect, is a collection of
ambient, trip hop and
trance. A new track by [
D] Spooky, “Temporally
Displaced,” is one of the
highlights.

Mark Eitzel does “Incidental One” with My
- Bloody Valentine and
MBV does “Incidental
Peace” on their own.
Meat Beat Manifesto do
another of the standouts
on the album, “1 Control
(Audio Collage #2).”
Moby does a humorous
‘tribute’ to the
“Republican Party.”

Red Hot and Cool
feature collaborations
between old school jazz’
and contemporary hip-
hop artists. Herbie Hancock, Don Cherry, the
Roots and Branford Marsalis all have tracks
here. This is another
one of the albums that
has a companion piece,
Stolen Moments: Red
Hot and Cool. This one
is a 2-CD set and there is
not a loser track on this
one. MC Solaar with
Ron Carter. Michael
Franti and Spearhead.
New tracks by Digable
Planets, Lester Bowie
and Wah Wah Watson.

The second disc of this set is the better of the
two. 3 very long tracks by Branford Marsalis,
Pharoah Sanders and the highlight, Alice
Coltrane’s “A Love Supreme.”

Red Hot and Country-This album combines
new and old school country artists doing clas-
sic country songs together.

No Alternative-Another album that was

Sarah McLachlan, Soundgarden,
the Beastie Boys and the
Smashing Pumpkins all have
new tracks. Nirvana contributes
a hidden track, “Verse Chorus
Verse.” Patti Smith’s “Memorial

Red Hot and Blue is where it all began. This
album is one of the biggest sellers to date. It’s
